KENYATAAN PENGERUSI
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Saya dimaklumkan bahawa berdasarkan statistik terkini yang dikeluarkan 
oleh Jabatan Perangkaan Malaysia, KDNK PKS berkembang pada 6.2% 
pada tahun 2018, melebihi KDNK negara yang mencatatkan pertumbuhan 
sebanyak 4.7% pada tahun yang sama. Hasilnya, sumbangan PKS kepada 
KDNK meningkat kepada 38.3% daripada 37.8% pada tahun 2017. 
Sementara itu, eksport PKS mencatatkan pertumbuhan sebanyak 3.4% 
dengan nilai RM171.9 bilion pada 2018. Perkembangan ini menandakan 
ekosistem yang teguh dan sihat dimana PKS dapat berkembang maju dan 
bertahan. SME Corp. Malaysia tetap teguh dalam memastikan bahawa PKS 
diberi sokongan dan bantuan yang penting untuk mereka kekal berdaya 
tahan dan berdaya saing. 

Dalam melangkah ke hadapan, tahun 2019 hadir bersama cabaran dan 
peluang baharu. Justeru, SME Corp Malaysia harus terus menetapkan 
strategi dan memposisikan dirinya untuk kekal relevan dalam ekosistem 
PKS. Landskap perniagaan akan terus berkembang dengan inovasi 
teknologi (disruptive technology) baharu yang mendefinisikan semula cara 
menjalankan perniagaan. Digitalisasi tidak lagi menjadi trend atau pilihan, 
tetapi keperluan untuk memastikan perniagaan dapat terus bertahan dan 
kekal berdaya saing. Dalam hal ini, Kertas Putih Pendigitalan PKS yang 
dilancarkan oleh Huawei dan SME Corp. Malaysia pada Disember 2018 
adalah sangat tepat pada waktu. Kita perlu bekerja dengan lebih keras untuk 
memastikan PKS merangkul pendigitalan dalam semua aspek perniagaan 
mereka. Barangkali ini adalah cara terbaik untuk meningkatkan produktiviti 
PKS Malaysia yang telah ketinggalan berbanding dengan rakan seangkatan 
mereka dalam ekonomi yang lebih maju.

Akhir sekali, saya berharap agar SME Corp. Malaysia akan terus menerima 
sokongan yang tidak berbelah bahagi daripada Kerajaan khususnya MED, 
dalam menyediakan sumber yang mencukupi untuk SME Corp. Malaysia 
melaksanakan peranannya dengan berkesan. SME Corp. Malaysia juga 
memerlukan sokongan berterusan daripada Kementerian dan agensi 
yang berkaitan dalam peranannya sebagai Agensi Penyelaras Pusat (CCA) 
untuk pembangunan PKS di negara ini. Dalam masa yang sama, SME Corp. 
Malaysia perlu terus berusaha untuk mengukuhkan kerjasama dengan 
pelbagai pihak berkepentingan, terutamanya persatuan-persatuan industri 
dan Kerajaan-kerajaan Negeri. Adalah menjadi harapan saya supaya SME 
Corp. Malaysia terus berkhidmat sebagai agensi utama negara dalam 
membangunkan PKS dan terus melaksanakan kerja dengan baik untuk 
kebaikan PKS dan negara secara keseluruhannya.

Tahun 2018 merupakan detik 
transformasi bersejarah apabila Malaysia 
mula diterajui Kerajaan baharu selepas 
Pilihan Raya Umum Ke-14 pada bulan 
Mei. Seiring dengan perubahan dalam 
kepimpinan tertinggi, barisan jentera 
kerajaan baharu turut dilengkapkan 
dengan etika dan tadbir urus yang lebih 
baik dan segar. Pada bulan Julai 2018, 
Kerajaan baharu telah mengumumkan 
penubuhan Kementerian Pembangunan 
Usahawan atau lebih dikenali sebagai 
MED. Antara mandatnya adalah untuk 
menggubal dasar pembangunan PKS 
dan keusahawanan yang inklusif dan 
berdaya saing serta menyelaraskan 
pembangunan PKS dan Bumiputera 
dalam industri strategik seperti 
automotif, halal dan aeroangkasa. 
Untuk menyokong usaha ini, SME Corp. 
Malaysia telah diletakkan di bawah 
bidang kuasa MED mulai Oktober 2018.

Meskipun saya baru dilantik sebagai 
Pengerusi SME Corp. Malaysia pada  
2 Disember 2018, SME Corp. Malaysia 
bukanlah asing bagi saya kerana saya 
telah menjadi Ahli Lembaga Perbadanan 
sejak November 2017. Dalam 
menjalankan peranan saya sebagai 
Pengerusi, saya berhasrat untuk melihat 
organisasi ini terus berkembang menjadi 
organisasi utama dalam pembangunan 
PKS bukan sahaja di Malaysia, tetapi di 
peringkat serantau dan antarabangsa. 
Saya percaya ini mampu menjadi 
kenyataan kerana Malaysia mempunyai 
rangka kerja institusi yang terbaik untuk 
pembangunan PKS mengikut Indeks 
Dasar PKS ASEAN 2018.

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Tahun 2018 merupakan satu lagi tahun 
mencabar bagi SME Corp. Malaysia 
di sebalik ketidakpastian yang timbul 
daripada landskap ekonomi dan politik 
yang mencabar. Di bawah Kerajaan 
baru, SME Corp. telah diletakkan di 
bawah Kementerian Pembangunan 
Usahawan (MED) bersama 10 agensi lain 
yang berkaitan dengan pembangunan 
PKS dan keusahawanan. Langkah ini 
adalah untuk memastikan kewujudan 
ekosistem yang holistik dan menyokong 
bagi menggalakkan pembangunan 
PKS dan keusahawanan di negara ini. 
Sebagai sebahagian daripada inisiatif 
untuk mengukuhkan Kementerian 
baru dan agensi-agensinya, saya telah 
dilantik sebagai Ketua Pegawai Eksekutif 
SME Corp. Malaysia yang baru pada 
awal Disember 2018.

Semasa saya mula-mula menyertai  
SME Corp. Malaysia, saya perhatikan bahawa  
budaya dan protokolnya sebagai agensi 
Kerajaan agak rumit dan sedikit sebanyak 
memberi kesan kepada kecekapan 
dan melambatkan rentaknya terutama 
dalam memulakan inisiatif baru. Walau 
bagaimanapun, saya kagum melihat 
SME Corp. Malaysia yang telah banyak 
menjalankan usaha dalam membangun 
dan mengembangkan PKS selama ini. 
Malah, SME Corp. Malaysia merupakan  
salah satu daripada beberapa agensi 
yang diberi mandat untuk memantau  
pembangunan PKS di semua sektor, 
dengan sokongan rangka kerja yang 
komprehensif dan gambaran yang lebih  
besar dalam penyediaan perkhidmatan dan  
bantuan. Ia mempunyai jangkauan luas di  
seluruh Malaysia dengan kehadiran pejabat- 
pejabat negeri. Namun, saya merasakan 
bahawa masih lebih banyak usaha boleh 
dilakukan dari segi mempromosikan kerja 
yang baik selama ini.

Dalam melangkah ke hadapan, saya merasakan bahawa terdapat 
keperluan mendesak untuk mendigitalkan operasi dalaman kita agar 
kita dapat memberi perkhidmatan yang lebih baik kepada PKS dan kekal 
relevan dalam abad ke-21. Kita perlu ‘walk the talk’ atau menjalankan 
apa yang dikatakan dalam urusan pendigitalisasian bagi meyakinkan PKS 
untuk melakukan perkara yang sama. Pendigitalan dapat meningkatkan 
ketangkasan organisasi dalam bertindak balas kepada keperluan PKS. Selain 
itu, kakitangan kita perlu dilengkapi dengan pengetahuan tentang kaedah-
kaedah terbaru dalam berinteraksi dengan pihak industri dan tidak hanya 
bergantung pada pengalaman semata. Usaha meningkatkan kecekapan 
kakitangan dan kaunselor perniagaan adalah teras untuk kita terus berada 
di barisan hadapan dan menentukan arah tujuan dalam pembangunan 
PKS. Untuk melakukan hal ini, SME Corp. Malaysia mesti meningkatkan 
kecekapannya dalam pembangunan produk untuk membolehkan 
penghasilan lebih banyak pilihan dan inovasi yang lebih pantas.

Dalam jangka masa sederhana hingga panjang, saya membayangkan SME 
Corp. Malaysia untuk menjadi pusat utama dalam semua perkara yang 
berkaitan dengan PKS & keusahawanan dan untuk menjadi agen pemangkin 
perubahan dalam ekosistem. Pada masa yang sama, terdapat keperluan 
segera untuk meningkatkan eksport PKS kita melalui proses pendigitalan. 
Inilah sebab utama mengapa saya katakan agenda pendigitalan adalah 
penting. PKS di negara lain sentiasa berinovasi dengan pemikiran untuk 
mengeksport serta mencari peluang di pasaran global. Justeru, kita perlu 
menyemai pemikiran yang sama terhadap PKS kita.

Jika dilihat kembali, saya menyertai SME Corp. Malaysia ketika berlakunya 
banyak perubahan besar seperti pertukaran kementerian dan hala 
tuju strategik; daripada Pelan Induk PKS (2012-2020) kepada Dasar 
Keusahawanan Nasional 2030 (DKN 2030), daripada Dasar Transformasi 
Nasional 2050 (TN 50) kepada Wawasan Kemakmuran Bersama 2030 
(WKB 2030), daripada Rancangan Malaysia Kesebelas (RMKe-11) kepada 
Rancangan Malaysia Kedua Belas (RMKe-12) dan seterusnya ke arah 
Industri 4.0. Terdapat beberapa cabaran di sana sini, tetapi saya fikir ia 
bukanlah sesuatu yang tidak dapat kita tangani. Tema Laporan Tahunan 
2018 “Permulaan Baharu” menandakan peluang dan harapan. Dengan 
pengalaman, pengetahuan dan keupayaan kakitangan yang ada, saya yakin 
bahawa kita boleh bekerjasama untuk membawa SME Corp. Malaysia ke 
tahap yang lebih tinggi.

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SME Corp. Malaysia bekerjasama dengan SME Bank dan Bank Rakyat untuk 
menyediakan pinjaman mudah yang ditawarkan di bawah BAP. Pemberian dana 
di bawah skim pinjaman mudah meliputi pembiayaan modal kerja dan aset tetap 
bagi membantu pengembangan perniagaan. Pada tahun 2018, pinjaman mudah 
bernilai RM18.3 juta telah diluluskan bagi membiayai modal kerja dan pembelian  
aset tetap.

SME Corp. Malaysia komited dalam menyediakan sokongan menyeluruh kepada 
PKS, termasuk perusahaan mikro, bagi memungkinkan mereka berkembang 
maju menerusi pelbagai bentuk penambahbaikan perniagaan. Di bawah BAP, PKS 
beroleh manfaat daripada geran bersamaan yang meliputi kos pembangunan 
produk, penambahbaikan pembungkusan, inovasi perniagaan, pensijilan produk, 
pengiklanan, aktiviti promosi, automasi, peningkatan kapasiti pengeluaran dan 
juga penerapan ICT. Kadar kelulusan tertinggi bagi geran bersamaan adalah untuk 
peningkatan kapasiti pengeluaran dengan 78% daripada permohonan diluluskan. 
Ini mencerminkan tahap kesedaran yang semakin tinggi di kalangan PKS tentang 
keperluan untuk meningkatkan produktiviti dan mengurangkan kebergantungan 
kepada pekerja berkemahiran rendah.

2.	 PROGRAM PEMENTORAN PKS

Nilai yang diperolehi daripada kerjasama sektor awam-swasta dalam melaksanakan 
program pembangunan PKS adalah besar, terutamanya bagi mengatasi cabaran 
di peringkat akar umbi untuk melaksanakan dasar-dasar dengan berkesan, dan 
bagi menyampaikan penyelesaian pragmatik kepada komuniti PKS. Bersandarkan 
hakikat ini, SME Corp. Malaysia telah menjalinkan kerjasama strategik dengan Nestlé 
(Malaysia) Berhad dan Perbadanan Pembangunan Industri Halal (HDC) sejak tahun 
2009 bagi melaksanakan Program Pementoran PKS. Program ini bertujuan untuk 
terus membangunkan, meningkatkan keupayaan dan menambah baik prestasi 
perniagaan PKS tempatan dalam industri makanan dan minuman Halal di Malaysia, 
bagi memungkinkan mereka bersaing di pasaran global.

Menerusi program ini, Nestlé, pengeluar makanan dan minuman Halal di peringkat 
global yang terkemuka, berkongsi ilmu pengetahuan dan pengalamannya mengenai 
prosedur Halal, amalan terbaik industri makanan dan minuman Halal, serta ciri-
ciri yang diperlukan untuk menjadi pembekal yang berdaya saing kepada syarikat-
syarikat multinasional (MNC). Dengan kepimpinan dan keupayaan membimbing 
yang terbukti dalam industri Halal, Nestlé telah memberi inspirasi dan motivasi 
kepada syarikat yang mengambil bahagian untuk melaksanakan inisiatif-inisiatif 
berkaitan Halal setelah menyertai program ini.

Sejak tahun 2010, sejumlah 570 syarikat dengan 777 peserta telah memperolehi 
manfaat daripada program ini. Pada tahun 2018, program ini telah mendapat 
sambutan daripada 80 PKS, dengan sejumlah 110 peserta menghadiri empat (4) sesi  
yang diadakan di Johor, Sarawak, Penang dan Kuala Lumpur.

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3.	 PROGRAM PANEL PENASIHAT PAKAR PKS (SEAP)

Program Panel Penasihat Pakar PKS (SEAP) ialah inisiatif yang menghimpunkan pakar 
yang telah bersara dari industri dan agensi Kerajaan tertentu bagi memberi khidmat 
nasihat perniagaan dan teknikal kepada PKS. Peranan pakar berkenaan adalah bagi 
membimbing PKS untuk mengkaji semula dan menambah baik operasi dan amalan 
perniagaan mereka berdasarkan bidang kepakaran masing-masing.

Sehingga tahun 2018, seramai 79 pakar industri dengan pelbagai latar belakang telah 
dilantik menganggotai Panel ini. Sejak penubuhannya pada tahun 2005, sejumlah 
143 PKS telah melaksanakan langkah-langkah progresif dan pembaharuan positif.  
Daripada jumlah PKS tersebut, 10 PKS telah mendapat manfaat daripada program 
tersebut pada tahun 2018.

1.	 DANA KECEMASAN PKS (SMEEF)

Salah satu objektif program capaian oleh SME Corp. Malaysia adalah untuk 
menyokong PKS yang terjejas akibat bencana alam; seperti banjir, kemarau dan tanah 
runtuh.

Program Pementoran PKS memberi PKS pengetahuan dan 
pemahaman mengenai amalan terbaik Halal untuk industri makanan dan minuman
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Dengan peruntukan RM10 juta, SMEEF menyediakan pembiayaan maksimum 
sehingga RM100,000 bagi setiap syarikat, dalam bentuk hibrid yang terdiri daripada 
geran dan pinjaman mudah, bergantung kepada keperluan dan kapasiti PKS. Geran 
diberikan untuk kerja membaik pulih premis perniagaan serta pembaikan jentera 
dan kelengkapan yang rosak; manakala pinjaman mudah diberikan bagi modal 
kerja, termasuk bahan mentah, serta pembelian jentera dan kelengkapan, serta 
lekapan asas untuk premis.

Sejak diperkenalkan pada tahun 2012, sejumlah 1,043 permohonan SMEEF yang 
diterima daripada PKS di sembilan (9) negeri yang terjejas - Kelantan, Pulau Pinang, 
Johor, Pahang, Perak, Terengganu, Kedah, Sabah and Sarawak – telah diluluskan 
untuk bantuan kewangan bernilai RM7.3 juta. Pada tahun 2018, sejumlah 113 
permohonan telah diterima daripada PKS di Pulau Pinang, Kedah, Terengganu dan 
Sabah dengan bantuan kewangan bernilai RM960,000.

2.	 SKIM PEMBIAYAAN PKS PATUH SYARIAH (SSFS)

Skim Pembiayaan PKS Patuh Syariah (SSFS) telah diperkenalkan bagi menyediakan 
bantuan kewangan kepada PKS Malaysia. PKS yang layak diberi rebat dua titik 
peratusan ke atas kadar keuntungan yang dikenakan bagi pembiayaan yang 
disediakan oleh institusi kewangan yang terlibat, SSFS merupakan kerjasama antara 
SME Corp. Malaysia dan Persatuan Institusi Perbankan Islam Malaysia (AIBIM) 
bersama 14 ahlinya. 

Sejak dilancarkan pada tahun 2012 sehingga Disember 2018, sejumlah 1,447 PKS 
telah dibantu di bawah skim ini dengan pinjaman bernilai RM2.43 bilion dan rebat 
yang diagihkan melalui bank-bank yang mengambil bahagian bernilai RM98.4 juta.  

3.	 SKIM PINJAMAN MUDAH UNTUK PKS (SLSME)

Skim Pinjaman Mudah untuk PKS (SLSME) dilancarkan pada bulan Disember 2001 
bagi menggalakkan pembangunan PKS di Malaysia. Skim ini membantu perniagaan 
sedia ada dan juga perniagaan yang baru bermula dari segi pembiayaan projek, 
aset tetap dan modal kerja. 

Dana bagi skim ini disalurkan oleh Kerajaan Malaysia menerusi SME Corp. Malaysia 
kepada Malaysian Industrial Development Finance Berhad (MIDF) selaku agensi 
pelaksana. Sehingga 31 Disember 2018, sejumlah 2,935 syarikat telah mendapat 
kelulusan untuk bantuan kewangan bernilai RM2.60 bilion. Pada tahun 2018, 
sejumlah RM157.86 juta telah diluluskan untuk 99 syarikat.

Menyedari kepentingan sumbangan e-dagang kepada ekonomi, Pelan Hala Tuju 
Strategik eDagang Kebangsaan (NeSR) telah diperkenalkan sebagai sebahagian 
daripada usaha Kerajaan untuk memacu agenda e-dagang di peringkat nasional.

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1.	 PROGRAM PENINGKATAN PERUSAHAAN BUMIPUTERA (BEEP)

Program Peningkatan Perusahaan Bumiputera (BEEP) bertujuan untuk meningkatkan daya saing PKS Bumiputera 
menerusi bantuan bersepadu; yang meliputi khidmat nasihat, bantuan teknikal, latihan dan sokongan kewangan. 
Program ini dilaksanakan oleh SME Corp. Malaysia dengan kerjasama Kerajaan Negeri dan pelbagai agensi  
yang menyediakan bantuan dan sokongan teknikal.

Menerusi program ini, prestasi PKS Bumiputera terpilih yang mempunyai potensi

Usahawan (MED) pada tahun 2018. Sebelum ini, Kementerian ini dikenali sebagai Kementerian Keusahawanan & 
Pembangunan Koperasi yang telah dimansuhkan pada tahun 2009.

Pada 6 Disember 2018, Kementerian Pembangunan Usahawan dan agensinya 
termasuk SME Corp. Malaysia telah bekerjasama untuk menganjurkan seminar 
capaian bagi meningkatkan kesedaran mengenai pasaran modal dan penawarannya. 
Seminar ini telah dirasmikan oleh Menteri Pembangunan Usahawan, YB Datuk Seri 
Redzuan Md Yusof dan telah diadakan di Bursa Malaysia. Ia adalah program pertama 
yang dijalankan dan merupakan versi baru program Stairway to Listings yang telah 
dilaksanakan oleh SME Corp Malaysia sejak tahun 2011.

SME Corp. Malaysia menganjurkan sesi panel pertama yang bertajuk ‘Memacu 
Pertumbuhan Melalui Pasaran Modal’. Sesi itu dikendalikan oleh Timbalan Ketua 
Eksekutif (I) SME Corp. Malaysia, En. Rizal Nainy dengan ahli panel yang terdiri 
daripada YBhg.

Menerusi aplikasi mudah alih ini, PKS boleh menerima maklumat terkini dan 
pemberitahuan mengenai aktiviti dan program dengan segera menerusi telefon 
mudah alih mereka. Aplikasi mudah alih ini menawarkan ciri interaktif dan maklumat 
yang berharga, memudahkan orang awam mengaksesnya secara praktikal dan 
meningkatkan tahap kecekapan penyampaian Kerajaan.

1.	 PERSATUAN NEGARA-NEGARA ASIA TENGGARA (ASEAN)

PKS membentuk sebahagian besar pertubuhan di semua Negara Anggota ASEAN 
(AMS) dan menyumbang secara signifikan kepada tenaga buruh. PKS mencakupi 
antara 88.8% dan 99.9% daripada jumlah pertubuhan di ASEAN, dan antara 51.7% 
dan 97.2% daripada jumlah pekerjaan. Sumbangan perusahaan-perusahaan ini 
kepada KDNK setiap AMS adalah antara 30% dan 53%, sementara sumbangan PKS 
untuk eksport adalah antara 10% dan 29.9%.

Kumpulan Kerja PKS ASEAN (ASEAN SMEWG) 
telah ditubuhkan pada tahun 1995 bagi 
menggubal dasar, program dan aktiviti untuk 
pembangunan PKS.  ASEAN SMEWG merupakan 
forum untuk perundingan dan penyelarasan 
bagi memastikan pembangunan PKS terus 
berkembang sejajar, dengan proses integrasi 
ASEAN dan bagi menyokong penubuhan 
Komuniti Ekonomi ASEAN (AEC). Pada 21 
Januari 2016, ASEAN SMEWG telah dinaik taraf 
menjadi Jawatankuasa Penyelarasan ASEAN 
bagi Perusahaan Mikro, Kecil dan Sederhana 
(ACCMSME) untuk tugas yang kini merangkumi perusahaan mikro, serta keperluan 
untuk memperluaskan keahlian jawatankuasa agar meliputi bidang lain.

SME Corp. Malaysia, di bawah bidang kuasa Kementerian Pembangunan Usahawan 
(MED), adalah tumpuan delegasi Malaysia, yang terdiri daripada wakil-wakil 
kementerian dan agensi yang berkaitan, bagi mesyuarat ACCMSME. Mesyuarat 
ACCMSME diadakan dua (2) kali setahun secara bergilir di kalangan Negara Anggota 
ASEAN (AMS).

Malaysia dan Taiwan telah bersama-sama memberi penekanan akan 
kepentingan Mesyuarat Kumpulan Kerja PKS MTECC, serta terus meningkatkan 
kerjasama PKS melalui rangka kerja mesyuarat APEC dan MTECC.

Program Pemindahan Teknologi di bawah Pusat Teknologi Teknologi Malaysia 
- Korea (MKTEC)
Program Pemindahan Teknologi ke-2 di bawah Pusat Pertukaran Teknologi 
Malaysia-Korea (MKTEC) telah diadakan pada 15 November 2018 di Kuala Lumpur. 
Objektif program pemadanan teknologi ini adalah untuk meningkatkan keupayaan 
dan kualiti pengeluaran di Malaysia melalui pertukaran teknologi dalam kalangan 
syarikat-syarikat di Malaysia dan PKS di Korea. Sejumlah tujuh (7) syarikat Korea dan 
23 PKS Malaysia dari sektor LED, kosmetik, jentera, peranti perubatan dan teknologi 
persekitaran. Potensi jualan yang dihasilkan dari acara ini ialah sebanyak RM5 juta.

Lawatan Kerja ke Republik India: Program Jaringan Perniagaan PKS dan 
Majlis Menandatangani MoU
SME Corp. Malaysia telah menyertai lawatan rasmi oleh Menteri Perdagangan 
Antarabangsa dan Industri (MITI) ke Sidang Kemuncak Peringatan ASEAN-India ke-
25 sempena lawatan rasmi Perdana Menteri Malaysia ke India dari 22 - 26 Januari 
2018 di New Delhi, India.

PROGRAM DAN INISIATIF TERAS
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Antara acara yang menarik ialah Program Jaringan Perniagaan SME dan Majlis 
Menandatangani MoU yang diadakan di New Delhi pada 25 Januari 2018 
yang dianjurkan oleh menteri-menteri utama yang bertanggungjawab dalam 
pembangunan PKS di India dan Malaysia. Antara peserta program jaringan ialah 
pegawai dari Kementerian MSME India, National Small Indian Corporation (NSIC), 
serta wakil-wakil dari India Business Council, Federation of Indian Chambers and 
Commerce Industry (FICCI), Malaysian Associated Indian Chambers of Commerce 
and Industry (MAICCI) dan Consortium of Indian Industries (CII).

Objektif program jaringan ini adalah untuk menyediakan platform bagi 14 PKS

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1.	 MAJLIS PELANCARAN ‘KERTAS PUTIH PENDIGITALAN PKS’

SME Corp. Malaysia dan Huawei Technologies (Malaysia) Sdn. Bhd. telah 
menandatangani Memorandum Persefahaman (MoU) pada 9 November 2017. 
Salah satu inisiatif kerjasama yang telah disepakati ialah penyediaan kajian untuk 
penerbitan Kertas Putih Pendigitalan PKS. Ia bertujuan untuk meninjau mengenai 
kesediaan PKS dalam ekonomi digital termasuk penggunaan eDagang, cabaran 
dan peluang, serta sokongan dari segi dasar, infrastruktur dan pembangunan dalam 
digitalisasi.

Penyediaan Kertas Putih yang bertajuk ‘Pemesatan PKS Digital Malaysia: Mengelakkan 
daripada Perangkap Komputerisasi’ adalah hasil kerjasama antara SME Corp. 
Malaysia, Huawei Technologies (Malaysia) Sdn. Bhd., Universiti Consortia (UC) dan 
pasukan perunding dari International Data Cooperation (IDC). Laporan ini adalah 
hasil daripada ‘Tinjauan Digitalisasi untuk Perusahaan Kecil dan Sederhana (PKS) 
2018’ yang dijalankan oleh SME Corp. Malaysia sementara kerja persediaan  untuk 
Kertas Putih telah dijalankan oleh UC dan IDC.

Tinjauan mendedahkan bahawa penggunaan ICT di kalangan PKS kebanyakannya 
bertumpu pada penggunaan peranti peribadi berbanding dengan sistem proses 
perniagaan back-end seperti Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) dan Customer 
Relationship Management (CRM). Penggunaan media sosial dan eDagang yang

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terhad juga menunjukkan bahawa PKS telah mencapai tahap pengkomputeran 
yang tinggi tetapi sebahagiannya mengalami kesukaran untuk menyeberangi jurang 
digitalisasi yang dapat meningkatkan keuntungan perniagaan dan produktiviti.

43.8% daripada jumlah responden menggunapakai eDagang yang mana kira-
kira 89.6% daripada mereka menggunakan transaksi perbankan dalam talian 
seperti Maybank2u dan CIMB Click, manakala kira-kira 70.2% menggunakan 
wang tunai untuk pembayaran. Hanya sekitar 22.8% sahaja yang menggunakan 
gerbang pembayaran bersepadu seperti PayPal dan AliPay. Antara pemerhatian lain 
yang didapati daripada tinjauan ini adalah kira-kira satu pertiga daripada jumlah 
responden masih tidak merancang untuk menggunakan e-Dagang, terutamanya 
PKS dalam sektor pembuatan dan pembinaan.

Majlis Pelancaran ‘Kertas Putih Pendigitalan PKS’ telah diadakan di St Regis Hotel, 
KL Sentral pada 17 Disember 2018 dan dirasmikan oleh YB Datuk Wira Dr. Mohd. 
Hatta Ramli, Timbalan Menteri Pembangunan Usahawan.
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2.	 JADUAL INPUT-OUTPUT PKS

SME Corp. Malaysia telah bekerjasama dengan sebuah kumpulan penyelidik dari Institut Kajian Dasar Pertanian dan 
Makanan, Universiti Putra Malaysia, serta mendapat sokongan daripada Jabatan Perangkaan Malaysia (DOSM) untuk 
menjalankan kajian mengenai Jadual Input-Output PKS. Susulan daripada kerjasama tersebut, SME Corp. Malaysia 
telah berjaya menerbitkan dua (2) buah penerbitan iaitu jadual utama Input-Output PKS serta analisis dan kesannya.

Kerjasama program perkongsian 
penyelidikan pintar antara agensi 
Kerajaan dan institusi pendidikan ini 
telah dimeterai secara rasmi menerusi 
penandatanganan Memorandum 
Persefahaman (MoU) pada bulan Ogos 
2017.Dengan matlamat utama untuk 
menghasilkan dan menganalisis Jadual 
Input-Output untuk PKS di Malaysia, 
Kajian ini juga berfungsi sebagai 
platform untuk pembinaan kapasiti di 
kalangan pegawai SME Corp. Malaysia 
yang perlu menjalani pelbagai latihan 
dan bengkel dalaman berkenaan Jadual 
Input-Output. Hasilnya, kajian ini 
berjaya disiapkan pada tahun 2018 serta 
dilancarkan pada 29 Januari 2019.

Kajian ini mendapati bahawa hampir 
separuh jumlah output yang dihasilkan 
oleh PKS mengalir kembali ke dalam 
ekonomi sebagai input perantaraan 
dan ini menunjukkan bahawa PKS 
lebih terintegrasi dalam negara 
berbanding firma besar. Melihat ke 
arah sektor ekonomi yang berpotensi 
untuk memacu ekonomi, industri PKS 
berkaitan domestik yang mempunyai 
penciptaan nilai tambah tertinggi dan 
hubungan yang paling kuat dengan 
pembekal input domestik mereka 
adalah perladangan getah, ternakan, 
pembuatan bijirin, pembuatan minyak 
& lemak, pendidikan swasta, kesihatan 

swasta, restoran, pengangkutan air,  
perkhidmatan swasta lain, serta 
hiburan dan perkhidmatan rekreasi. 
Industri-industri ini mempunyai kesan 
limpahan yang tinggi dan berupaya 
memberi kesan positif terhadap industri 
berkaitan yang lain merentasi rantaian 
bekalan. Kesimpulannya, penemuan 
ini menunjukkan bahawa pelaburan, 
eksport dan permintaan yang lebih tinggi 
bagi industri-industri ini akan memberi 
manfaat kepada ekonomi tempatan 
secara keseluruhan.

Pelancaran penerbitan Jadual Input-
Output PKS telah dirasmikan oleh 
YB Datuk Wira Dr Mohd Hatta Ramli, 
Timbalan Menteri Pembangunan 
Usahawan di Dewan Mahkota, SME 
Corp. Malaysia.

Penerbitan itu dihasilkan dengan 
menggunakan Jadual Input-Output 
Malaysia 2010 dari DOSM sebagai 
rangka kerja utama, di mana lanjutan 
jadual Input-Output dikembangkan 
dan dipecahkan berdasarkan saiz 
syarikat  seperti perusahaan mikro, firma 
kecil, sederhana dan besar; dengan itu 
menjadikan SME Corp. Malaysia sebagai 
perintis dalam projek sedemikian. 
Saiz firma adalah berdasarkan definisi  
PKS semasa yang berkuat kuasa sejak 
Januari 2014.
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Penerbitan Jadual Input-Output PKS ini menjadi titik rujukan yang baik bagi pembuat 
dasar, ahli akademik dan para penyelidik. Oleh kerana data dibentangkan pada 
tahap agregat mengikut saiz dan sektor, para penyelidik, penganalisis dan pembuat 
dasar berpotensi untuk menemukan kemungkinan baru untuk mempromosikan 
pertumbuhan PKS.

SCORE can also determine the criterion for identifying export-

ready companies, taking into account, among others, compliance to 

international standards and certifications, as well as production capacity.

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M-CORE categorises companies into three levels, namely Level 1, Level 2 and 

Level 3. Level 1 gives an indication that the company is functioning with very 

basic business operations, Level 2 indicates that the company has potential 

to grow, and Level 3 reflects the readiness of the company to graduate from 

microenterprise to small enterprise. Skills upgrading programmes are offered to  

these companies to enhance their business capabilities. As at 31 December 2018, a 

total of 3,675 microenterprises had been evaluated under M-CORE.

The programme supports a 

wide range of capacity building initiatives to assist SMEs to grow their businesses 

locally and internationally.

BAP 2.0 provides financial assistance in 

the form of matching grants and soft 

loan schemes to help SMEs seek new 

business growth opportunities. It begins 

with an assessment of the current business 

capabilities of SMEs using the diagnostic 

tool, SCORE to ascertain the strengths and 

weaknesses of companies. Action plans are 

then developed for business improvements 

tailored to the specific requirements of  

the companies.

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SME Corp. Malaysia collaborates with SME Bank and Bank Rakyat for the 

implementation of soft loans facilitated under BAP. Funding under the soft loan 

scheme covers financing of working capital and fixed assets to help business 

expansion. In 2018, a total of RM18.3 million in soft loans was approved to finance 

working capital, and the purchase of fixed assets.

SME Corp. Malaysia is committed to providing holistic support to SMEs, including 

microenterprises, to grow and prosper through diverse business improvements. 

Under BAP, SMEs are able to benefit from matching grants that cover the costs 

of product development, packaging improvement, business innovation, product 

certifications, advertising, promotional activities, automation, production capacity 

improvement, as well as ICT adoption. The highest approval for matching grants 

was for production capacity improvement with 78% of applications approved. This 

reflects an increasing awareness among the SMEs on the need for productivity 

enhancement and to reduce dependency on low-skilled workers.

2.	 SME MENTORING PROGRAMME   

There is high merit in forging public-private partnerships for executing SME 

development programmes, especially to overcome the on-ground challenges for 

effective policy implementation, and to deliver pragmatic solutions for the SME 

community. In view of this, SME Corp. Malaysia has formed a strategic partnership 

with Nestlé (Malaysia) Berhad and Halal Industry Development Corporation (HDC) 

since 2009 to implement the SME Mentoring Programme. The objective of this 

programme is to further develop, increase capabilities and improve business 

performance of local SMEs in the Halal food and beverage (F&B) industry in 

Malaysia, as to enable them to compete in the global market. 

Through this programme, Nestlé, a renowned global producer of Halal F&B, shares 

its knowledge and insights on Halal procedures, best practices for the Halal F&B 

industry, as well as what it takes to become competent suppliers to multinational 

corporations (MNCs). With demonstrated leadership and mentoring in the Halal 

industry, Nestlé has inspired and motivated the participating companies to undertake 

Halal-related initiatives after undergoing the programme.

Since 2010, a total of 570 companies with 777 participants have benefited from this 

programme. In 2018, the programme received an encouraging response from 80 

SMEs, with a total of 110 participants attending four (4) sessions that were held in 

Johor, Sarawak, Penang and Kuala Lumpur.

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3.	 SME EXPERT ADVISORY PANEL (SEAP) PROGRAMME 

The SME Expert Advisory Panel (SEAP) Programme is an initiative that brings 

together retired experts from the industries and specific Government agencies to 

provide technical and business advisory services to SMEs. The role of such experts 

is to guide the SMEs to continuously review and improve business operations and 

practices based on their respective fields of expertise.

As of 2018, a total of 79 industry experts with diverse backgrounds have been 

appointed. Since its inception in 2005, a total of 143 SMEs have implemented 

progressive measures and positive changes, out of which 10 SMEs had benefited 

from this programme in 2018, which in turn have led them to affirmative results. 

ACCESS TO FINANCING   

1.	 SME EMERGENCY FUND (SMEEF)

One of the objectives of our outreach programmes is to support SMEs affected by 

natural disasters, such as floods, droughts and landslides. The SME Emergency Fund 

(SMEEF) is a financial assistance provided by SME Corp. Malaysia in collaboration 

with Malaysian Industrial Development Finance Berhad (MIDF), to ease the burden 

of SMEs that have been adversely affected by catastrophes to enable them to 

rebuild their businesses.

The SME Mentoring Programme provides SMEs 
with knowledge and insights on Halal best practices for the F&B industry
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With an allocation of RM10 million, SMEEF provides financing of up to a maximum 

of RM100,000 per company, in a hybrid form comprising both grants and soft 

loans, depending on the needs and capacity of the SMEs. The grants are awarded 

for refurbishment of business premises and repair of damaged machineries and 

equipment, whereas the soft loan is accorded for working capital, including raw 

materials and purchase of machineries and equipment, as well as, basic fixtures  

for premises.

Since it was first introduced in 2012, a total of 1,043 SMEEF applications from 

SMEs in nine (9) affected states - Kelantan, Pulau Pinang, Johor, Pahang, Perak, 

Terengganu, Kedah, Sabah and Sarawak - have been approved for financial 

assistance totalling RM7.3 million. In 2018, a total of 113 applications from SMEs 

in Pulau Pinang, Kedah, Terengganu and Sabah were approved, with financial 

assistance amounting to RM960, 000.

2.	 SHARIAH-COMPLIANT SME FINANCING SCHEME (SSFS)

The Shariah-Compliant SME Financing Scheme (SSFS) was introduced to provide 

financial assistance to Malaysian SMEs. Eligible SMEs are given a rebate of two 

percentage points on the profit rate charged on the financing provided by 

participating financial institutions. The SSFS is a collaboration between SME Corp. 

Malaysia and the Association of Islamic Banking Institutions Malaysia (AIBIM) 

together with 14 of its members. 

Since its inception in 2012 until December 2018, a total of 1,447 SMEs had been 

given approvals for rebate amounting to RM2.43 billion, while the total amount of 

rebate disbursed through the participating banks were RM98.4 million.

3.	 SOFT LOAN FOR SMEs (SLSME)

The Soft Loan for SMEs (SLSME) was launched in December 2001 to promote the 

development of SMEs in Malaysia. This scheme assists existing, as well as new 

startups for financing projects, fixed assets and working capital.

The fund for this scheme is channelled by the Government through SME Corp. 

Malaysia to Malaysian Industrial Development Finance (MIDF) which is the 

implementing agency. As at 31 December 2018, a total of 2,935 companies were 

approved for financial assistance amounting to RM2.60 billion, out of which 

RM157.86 million was approved for 99 companies in 2018.

Launched in 2010, the 

1-InnoCERT Programme identifies and 

verifies innovative companies through 

an internationally-recognised innovation 

standard (OECD Oslo Manual V3), and 

employs a certification process which 

has been adapted from the best practices 

of Korea’s Innobiz (Innovation SME) 

Certification Programme. The goal of the 

certification is to encourage SMEs to venture 

into high-technology and innovation-driven 

industries, which in turn will prime the SMEs 

to become globally competitive.

Cognisant of the fact that most SMEs do 

not engage in R&D activities due to high 

capital investment, SME Corp. Malaysia 

provides an incentive to the participants of 

the 1-InnoCERT Programme in the form of 

Innovation Vouchers amounting to RM45 

million for SMEs that are 1-InnoCERT 

certified. 

Since its inception in 2010, a total of 222 

1-InnoCERT certifications have been awarded 

to 163 SMEs. As of 31 December 2018, 

SME Corp. Malaysia had issued Innovation 

Vouchers valued at RM21.7 million to 75 SMEs.

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2.	 e-COMMERCE PROGRAMME

e-Commerce is a critical component of the digital economy. In 2017, e-commerce 

share of the national GDP was 6.3% (RM85.8 billion) compared to 6.1% (RM75.0 

billion) in 2016. By 2020, e-commerce is expected to account for 6.4% of GDP 

(RM114 billion).

Realising the significant contribution of e-commerce to the economy, the 

National eCommerce Strategic Roadmap (NeSR) has been developed, as part of 

the Government’s efforts towards driving the national e-commerce agenda. The 

NeSR was launched on 13 October 2016 with planned interventions in six (6) thrust 

areas namely:

•	 Accelerate seller adoption of e-commerce;

•	 Increase adoption of e-procurement by businesses;

•	 Lift non-tariff barriers (domestic e-fulfillment, cross-border e-commerce, 

e-payment and consumer protection);

•	 Realign existing economic incentives;

•	 Make strategic investments in selected e-commerce players; and

•	 Promote national brand to boost cross-border e-commerce.

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Under the NeSR, the Government has set a target to double the e-commerce annual 

growth rate from 10.8% in 2016 to 20.8% in 2020, and GDP contribution of more than 

20% (RM211 billion) by 2020. The Implementation of the Roadmap is currently being 

monitored by the National eCommerce Council (NeCC) spearheaded by Minister of 

International Trade and Industry. The NeCC also provides strategic direction to drive 

the development of e-commerce in Malaysia where the Secretariat to the Council 

is jointly led by MITI and MDEC.

Under the NeSR, SME Corp. Malaysia has been tasked to lead Thrust 1 with the 

implementation of the following programmes and activities:

•	 Promote and market e-commerce for adoption by SMEs through various 

programmes by agencies, e-commerce partners and associations;

•	 Create a one-stop e-business portal for SMEs (www.go-ecommerce.my) to 

facilitate registration and training; and

•	 Train SMEs through workshops and outreach programmes by agencies, 

e-commerce partners and associations.

In 2018, a total of 30,216 SMEs have taken up e-commerce adoption through 

various programmes by agencies, e-commerce partners and associations. A total 

of 56,182 SMEs were trained through workshops and outreach programmes.

Minister of Malaysia on 14 September 2013 as an initiative towards equitable distribution 

of wealth and reducing income-gap between the major races in Malaysia. 

The BEEA focuses on 5 key strategies:

Enable Bumiputera human capital•	

Strengthen Bumiputera equity ownership in the corporate sector•	

Strengthen Bumiputera non-financial assets •	

Intensify Bumiputera entrepreneurship and business•	

Strengthen services delivery ecosystem •	

The Bumiputera Economic Council (MEB), chaired by the Prime Minister, was 

established in September 2013 to replace the Bumiputera Agenda Action Council 

(BAAC).

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1.	 BUMIPUTERA ENTERPRISE ENHANCEMENT PROGRAMME (BEEP)   

The Bumiputera Enterprise Enhancement Programme (BEEP) is aimed at improving the competitiveness of Bumiputera 

SMEs through integrated assistance, which includes certification, packaging, rental premises for youth entrepreneurs, 

advisory services, technical assistance, training and financial support. The programme is implemented by SME Corp. 

Malaysia in collaboration with State Governments and various Agencies providing technical assistance and support. 

The financial assistance provided is in the form of matching grants.

As at 31 December 2018, a total of 1,995 applications were approved with matching 

grants amounting to RM189.3 million. Out of this, RM28.7 million was approved 

for 264 Bumiputera SMEs in 2018. Selangor and Kuala Lumpur recorded the 

highest approvals with 18 Bumiputera SMEs (RM5.4 million), followed by Johor 

with 23 Bumiputera SMEs (RM3.7 million). The majority of these approvals were 

for productivity & automation enhancements, product packaging improvements, 

as well as certifications & quality management systems. 

2.	 TUNAS USAHAWAN BELIA BUMIPUTERA (TUBE) PROGRAMME

The Tunas Usahawan Belia Bumiputera (TUBE) Programme is one of the 

Government’s initiatives to encourage youths to venture into business. It aims to:

•	 Nurture and cultivate the spirit of entrepreneurship among youths;

•	 Help youths transition from being ‘workers’ to ‘owners or operators of  

	 businesses’; and

•	 Build resilience and self-esteem among youths towards managing their  

	 own businesses.

The TUBE Programme provides participants with both mental and physical 

endurance training, and exposure to the business landscape and its associated 

challenges. It is delivered in 3 phases:

Phase 1:	 Test Mental Perseverance and Physical Endurance (Boot Camp);

Phase 2:	 Increase Knowledge on Effective Business Operations  

	 (Business Workshop); and

Phase 3:	 Guidance on Effective Business Operations (‘Buddy System’).

The participants are awarded RM15,000 each in the form of grant to start their 

businesses after the successful completion of Phase 1 and Phase 2. Under Phase 3, 

the participants are guided by SME Corp. Malaysia’s Business Counsellors through a 

‘Buddy System’ for a period of 12 months upon starting business as to help ensure 

the sustainability of their businesses.

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Since its implementation in 2014 up to 2018, TUBE had attracted a total participation 

of 4,422 youths, out of which 4,381 (99%) participants have registered their 

businesses with the Companies Commission of Malaysia (SSM) and started their 

business operations. As of 2018, the businesses had recorded total sales valued at 

RM99.3 million and created 7,852 new jobs.

3.	 LOCAL TO GLOBAL CORPORATIONS (LGC) ASCEND 800 PROGRAMME

The Local to Global Corporations (LGC) Ascend 800 Programme aims to strengthen 

the participation of Bumiputera SMEs in business. It is implemented by SME Corp. 

Malaysia with the cooperation from Majlis Perundingan Melayu (MPM). This 

programme was introduced in 2014 based on the initiative by SME Corp. Malaysia 

and MPM as a pilot project under the BEEA. 

Through this programme, the performances of selected Bumiputera SMEs with high 

growth potential are assessed based on their various capabilities and capacities, 

including increased contribution in the economic chain, investments, contracts, 

foreign markets and equity for the Bumiputera SMEs to become really competitive 

at regional and global levels.

Since its inception in 2014 to date, a total of 58 Bumiputera SMEs have been 

identified to participate in this Programme. Meanwhile, nine (9) Bumiputera SMEs 

have engaged and pitched with GLCs for potential investment and equity injection 

up as well as business opportunities. To date, five (5) MoUs were signed under this 

programme, namely with Majlis Perundingan Melayu (MPM), KPJ Heathcare Berhad, 

Tabung Haji (TH), Permodalan Usahawan Nasional Berhad (PNB) and PETRONAS.

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4.	 GOING PUBLIC SEMINAR: UNLOCKING THE POTENTIAL OF SMEs

To strengthen the entrepreneurship ecosystem in the country, the government has established Ministry of Entrepreneur 

Development (MED) in 2018. The establishment of the Ministry is a revival of the Ministry of Entrepreneurship & 

Cooperative Development which had been abolished in 2009.

On 6 Dec 2018, Ministry of Entrepreneur Development (MED) and its agencies 

including SME Corp. Malaysia collaborated to organise an outreach seminar 

particularly to raise awareness on the capital market and its offerings. The Seminar 

was officiated by Minister of Entrepreneur Development, YB Datuk Seri Mohd 

Redzuan Md Yusof and was held at Bursa Malaysia. It was the first in the pipeline 

of many more events to come and was actually the new version of the Stairway to 

Listings which has been undertaken by SME Corp. Malaysia since 2011.

SME Corp. Malaysia organised the first panel session entitled Driving Growth 

via Capital market. The session was moderated by Deputy CEO 1 of SME Corp. 

Malaysia, En. Rizal Nainy with panellists comprising YBhg. Datuk Wan Suraya Wan 

Mohd Radzi, Secretary General of MED; Ms. Selvany Rasiah, Chief Commercial 

Officer from Bursa Malaysia; and Mr. Anuar Omar, Head Capital Markets from 

MIDF Amanah Investment Bank Berhad.

SME Corp. Malaysia’s official mobile app was launched on 30 November 2015, 

with the dual aim of moving towards modernising and increasing efficiency in 

Government delivery and engaging the new generation of entrepreneurs and 

digitally-savvy SMEs.

This mobile platform allows SMEs to obtain the latest news 

and events on SME development initiatives and activities, and information on various 

development programmes and financial assistances provided by related Ministries 

and agencies, as well as banks.

The mobile app offers interactive features 

and valuable information, facilitating practical public access and enhancing the 

efficiency of Government delivery. Since its launch, the mobile app has received an 

encouraging response with more than 7,400 downloads as at end of 2018.

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INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION

As the central coordinating agency (CCA) for overall SME development in Malaysia, 

SME Corp. Malaysia represents the interest of SMEs and the proponents of their 

growth at various international platforms, such as the Association of Southeast 

Asian Nations (ASEAN), Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC), Organisation 

of Islamic Cooperation (OIC), and Organisation for Economic Co-operation and 

Development (OECD). Over the years, SME Corp. Malaysia has successfully shared 

its pioneering programmes and standards, including the SME Masterplan (2012 - 

2020), at these international forums, as well as explored potential partnerships for 

regional and global initiatives for SMEs.

1.	 ASSOCIATION OF SOUTHEAST ASIAN NATIONS (ASEAN) 

SMEs constitute a large number of establishments in all ASEAN Member States (AMS) 

and contribute significantly to the labour force. SMEs account for between 88.8% 

and 99.9% of total establishments in ASEAN, and between 51.7% and 97.2% of total 

employment. The contribution of these enterprises to each AMS’ GDP is between 

30% and 53%, while the contribution of SMEs to exports is between 10% and 29.9%.

The ASEAN SME Working Group (ASEAN 

SMEWG) was established in 1995 to formulate 

policies, programmes and activities for SME 

development. The ASEAN SMEWG served as 

a forum for consultation and coordination to 

ensure that SME development would continue 

to evolve, in line with the ASEAN integration 

process, and to support the establishment 

of the ASEAN Economic Community (AEC). 

On 21 January 2016, the ASEAN SMEWG 

was upgraded to the ASEAN Coordinating 

Committee on Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (ACCMSME) to reflect its 

scope of work which now includes microenterprises, as well as the need to extend 

committee membership to include from other fields. 

SME Corp. Malaysia, under the purview of the Ministry of Entrepreneur Development 

(MED), is the focal point of the Malaysian delegation, comprising representatives of 

relevant Ministries and agencies, to the ACCMSME meeting. The ACCMSME Meeting 

is held twice a year in rotation among ASEAN Member States (AMS). In 2018, the  

5th ACCMSME was organised from 2 - 6 April 2018 in Luang Prabang, Lao PDR and 

the 6th ACCMSME was held from 5 - 9 November 2018 in Nay Pyi Taw, Myanmar.

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1.	 THE LAUNCHING CEREMONY OF ‘WHITEPAPER ON SME DIGITALISATION’

SME Corp. Malaysia and Huawei Technologies (Malaysia) Sdn. Bhd. have signed 

a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) on November 9, 2017. One of the 

collaboration initiatives under the MoU is the preparation of a study for the 

publication of ‘Whitepaper on SME Digitalisation’. It aims to gain insight on the 

readiness of SMEs in digital economy which includes eCommerce use, challenges 

and opportunities, as well as support in terms of policy, infrastructure and 

development in digitalisation.

The preparation of the Whitepaper entitled ‘Accelerating Malaysian Digital SMEs: 

Escaping the Computerisation Trap’ is a collaboration between SME Corp. Malaysia, 

Huawei Technologies (Malaysia) Sdn. Bhd., University of Consortia (UC) and a team 

consultants from International Data Cooperation (IDC). This report is the result of 

the ‘2018 Digitalisation Survey for Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs)’ conducted 

by SME Corp. Malaysia while the Whitepaper preparation work has been done by 

UC and IDC.

The Survey revealed that usage of ICT among SMEs predominantly comes from 

personal devices as opposed to back-end business processes, such as Enterprise 

Resource Planning (ERP) and Customer Relationship Management (CRM). Likewise,

Whitepaper on SME Digitalisation entitled ‘Accelerating Malaysian Digital SMEs: 
Escaping the Computerisation Trap’
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limited usage of social media and e-Commerce also showed that SMEs have 

achieved high computerisation but some finding it difficult to cross the digitalisation 

gap which could significantly enhance business and productivity gains. 

43.8% of the total respondents were adopting e-commerce of which about 89.6% 

of them were using online banking transaction such as Maybank2u and CIMB clicks 

whereas about 70.2% were using cash for payment. Only about 22.8% were using 

integrated payment gateway like PayPal and AliPay. It is also noteworthy that about 

one-third of the total respondents still do not plan to use e-commerce, mainly 

SMEs in the manufacturing and construction sectors.

SME Corp. Malaysia collaborated with a team of researchers from the Institute of Agricultural and Food Policy Studies,  

Universiti Putra Malaysia and supported by Department of Statistics Malaysia (DOSM) to conduct a study on  

SME Input-Output Table and published two (2) related publications comprising of the main table and its analysis  

and impact. 

The commission of the Study is marked 

with the signing of Memorandum of 

Understanding (MoU) in August 2017 

which serves as a smart research 

partnership programme between 

Government agency and educational 

institution. With the main objective to 

develop and analyse the Input-Output 

Table for SMEs in Malaysia, the Study also 

serves as platform for capacity building 

as officers from SME Corp. Malaysia 

underwent various in-house trainings 

and workshops on Input-Output Table. 

The Study completed in 2018, and was 

launched on 29 January 2019.

In the study, it was revealed that almost 

half of the total output produced by 

SMEs flows back into the economy as 

intermediate inputs, thus indicating 

that SMEs are more domestically 

integrated compared to large firms. 

Looking closely at economic sectors 

which have the potential to drive the 

economy, the top domestic-linked 

SME industries that have the highest 

value-added creation and strongest 

inter-linkages with their domestic input 

suppliers include rubber plantation, 

livestock, grain mills manufacturing, 

oils & fats manufacturing, private 

education, private health, restaurants, 

water transport, other private services, 

as well as amusement and recreational 

services. These industries have high 

spillover effect and are capable to 

positively affect other related industries 

across the supply chain. Therefore, the 

finding suggests that higher investments, 

exports and demands made to these 

industries will likely benefit the local 

economy as a whole.

The launch of the SME Input-Output 

Table publications was officiated by YB 

Datuk Wira Dr. Mohd Hatta Ramli, Deputy 

Minister of Entrepreneur Development 

at Dewan Mahkota, SME Corp. Malaysia.

The publications were produced by 

utilising the Malaysia Input-Output 

Tables 2010 from DOSM as the main 

framework, whereby an extension 

of Input-Output table was further 

developed and broken down based 

on the firm’s size i.e. microenterprises, 

small, medium and large firms; thus 

making SME Corp. Malaysia a pioneer in 

such project. The firm size is based on 

the current SME definition which took 

effect since January 2014.

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The SME Input-Output Table publications serve as a good reference point for policy 

makers, academia and researchers.

ASPI 2018 is a collaborative effort between the Organization for Economic Co-

operation & Development (OECD), the Institute for Economic Research for ASEAN 

and East Asia (ERIA) and the ASEAN Coordinating Committee on Micro, Small and 

Medium Enterprises (ACCMSME). This initiative was jointly implemented with 10 

ASEAN Member States (AMS) Governments and various stakeholders involved 

in SME development. This document was officially launched in Singapore on 

September 1, 2018, in presence of representatives from the ASEAN Economic 

Community (AEC), Canada, OECD, ERIA and ACCMSME.

YB Datuk Seri Mohd Redzuan Yusof, Minister of Entrepreneur Development officiated 

the National ASEAN SME Policy Index Dissemination Seminar at SME Corp. Malaysia.

Non-Exchange Transactions are recognised as assets when there are future economic benefits or service potential expected 
to flow into the entity, attributed to past events and fair value of the assets.

Government Grants that are not subject to certain future performance requirements such as Operating Grants are accounted 
as revenue in the Statement of Financial Performance. Government Grants which are imposed with certain performance 
requirements such as Development Grants are recognised as Differed Grants and are paid off according to the cost of the 
SME development programmes and fully-utilised expenses. 

i)	 Development Grant

Development Grants are grants received for specific programmes and credited into the Development Funds. Any 
expenses under these programmes are paid off when incurred.

ii)	 Operating Grant

Operating grants are grants received for the purpose of financing the operating cost of the Corporation and are included 
in the Income Statement.

Revenue from Exchanged Transactions

Revenue from exchange transactions is recognised when it is probable that future economic benefits or service potential will 
flow into the entity and these benefits can be reliably measured.

i)	 Profits from fixed deposits are recognised on a time proportion basis that takes into account the effective yield on the 
asset. The effective yield on the asset is the profit rate required to discount the stream of future cash receipts expected 
over the life of the asset to equate to the initial Carrying Amount of the asset.

	 Profits from fixed deposit from the fund will be distributed as the fund’s income, if the investment is made from the 
provisional of the fund. For other fixed deposit investments, income is accounted for in the Statement of Financial 
Performance. 

ii)	 Rental revenue is recognised when the revenue is earned based on the rental’s terms and conditions.

iii)	 Other revenues are recognized when certain services have been provided.

The Cash Flow Statement has been prepared using indirect method. Cash and Cash Equivalents encompass Cash in Hand 
and Banks, as well as Highly Liquid Investments with licensed banks and financial institutions that have a maturity period of 
twelve (12) months or less which are readily convertible to known cash amounts and are subject to the risk of changes in 
value that are not significant.

g)	 Other Receivables and Prepayments

Other receivables and prepayments are carried at anticipated at realisable value. Bad debts are written-off when identified. 
Estimates are made for Doubtful Debts based on review of all outstanding amounts at the Statement of Financial Position 
date. Specific provisions are made for Doubtful Debts which have been individually reviewed and specifically identified as 
Non-Performing Loans.

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23. FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS - FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT

Exposures to interest rates, liquidity and credit risk arise in the normal course of SME Corp. Malaysia’s operation. This note 
presented the information on those exposures, policies as well as procedures in measuring and managing the risk in fund 
management of SME Corp. Malaysia. The quantitative disclosures are further included in these financial statements.

The fair value of the financial assets and liabilities are included in the amount at which the instrument can be exchanged in 
the current transaction between the willing parties. The fair value of the financial assets and liabilities is approximately the 
carrying amount at the end of the reporting period.

Credit Risk

Credit risk refers to financial losses to SME Corp. Malaysia if a customer or partner of a financial instrument has failed to meet 
its contractual obligations as of the balance sheet date. This is the maximum credit risk and is principally from the receivable, 
cash and cash equivalents of SME Corp. Malaysia. The carrying amount of a financial asset at the balance sheet date is the 
maximum credit risk.

Liquidity Risk 

Liquidity risk is the risk when SME Corp. Malaysia cannot meet its short-term debt obligations. The approach in managing 
the risk is to ensure that SME Corp. Malaysia always has sufficient cash flow to meet expected operating expenses through 
expected cash flows.

Interest Rate Risk

SME Corp. Malaysia is exposed to interest rate risk as SME Corp. Malaysia makes short-term investments (fixed deposits) in 
banks or financial institutions authorised by the Ministry of Finance.

As a statutory body, SME Corporation Malaysia is subject to tax treatment set in the Income Tax Order (Exemption) (No.22) 
2006. The tax exemption order is effective from assessment year 2006 and has no expiry date.
